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They shared with us how they had prayed extensively,
and they were convinced that the Lord led them to
help us in the future work in Neutraubling.

Todd and Kim are
well grounded in the German language and we are
looking forward to seeing their talents put to use for
God's glory! The time-frame of starting the church will
hinge on the return from our furlough from May-
September and the Lapato's furlough from July-
November of this year. Once our furloughs are
completed, then we will fully concentrate on forming a
new church in Neutraubling.

We have purchased our tickets for the 5th of
May-1st of September. | have already scheduled
meetings with churches in lllinois, Wisconsin,
Tennessee, and Virginia. | will be calling others soon.
